The Division of Law and Politics, Graduate School of Law, Kanazawa University offers an
entrance examination in English for students applying for our master’s degree course. By
conducting the examination in English, the graduate school hopes to recruit a small number
of talented and diligent students who are committed to pursuing a postgraduate degree at a
Japanese university, but whose Japanese proficiency level remains insufficient to pass the
regular entrance examination.

The availability of faculty members who can give lectures/seminars and supervise
master’s theses in English is limited. Please refer to the table of “17. Program, Specialized
Field and Faculty Members in Charge” for information regarding who can teach in English.

The Division of Law and Politics offers two courses: a research course and a professional
course; however, only the former holds an entrance examination in English. The research
course has four programs. Applicants need to choose one program from them.
